This video, edited with great skill by E. J. Peckham, captures the main 
content of an April 17 forum titled "Native History for Today's Youth:  
Focusing on unity among Indigenous, African American and other 
communities in the past and present".  Visual images are woven in with 
the talks by the guest speakers. 

Usti Salegugi, a Black Cherokee elder of New York's Cherokee 
Language and Cultural Circle, describes the material basis for the Seminole 
wars and for the forced eviction of Native peoples from the Southeastern 
U.S.  He compares this genocide to the attempted conquest of Iraq today, 
also presenting little-known facts that came up in his research.   

Mahtowin Munro of United American Indians of New England 
addresses the youth about the realities of Native communities today; the 
misuse of Native culture including names for vicious Pentagon weapons; and 
more. She raises the case of political prisoner Leonard Peltier.  Together the 
talks equal a class on the struggle against all forms of racism, in a format that 
is understandable to all ages.

That is why we are trying to raise 
funds with:  personal letters and pledge sheets by participants to get help 
from people they know; appeals to sympathetic organizations for 
scholarship assistance; and video purchases and donations made by 
supporters such as yourself.
